Pedley Grave Inscriptions in

Wheelock Heath Baptist Chapel Graveyard

Stone 1

In Remembrance of RICHARD PEDLEY who fell asleep in Jesus August 6 1871 aged 71 years. He was the faithfull and beloved pastor of the Baptist Church Wheelock Heath for 40 Years.

In Remembrance of SARAH the beloved wife of the late Richard Pedley who died July 1 1876 aged 76 years

Stone 2

In memory of RICHARD PEDLEY who died 14 October 1909 aged 81 years

Also MARY ANN PEDLEY wife of the above who died 12 March 1909 aged 82 years

(This is Richard, son of "The Dipper" and his wife Mary Ann Threadgold)
Stone 3

In loving memory of FREDERICK RICHARD son of Richard and Mary Ann Pedley who was called to his heavenly rest August 2 1879 aged 21 years

Also in Affectionate Remembrance of CHARLES HERBERT PEDLEY born 4 January 1863 died 20 November 1921

Also HENRIETTA MINNIE PEDLEY wife of the above died 29 September 1970 aged 87 years

Stone 4

In memory of PHILIP HENRY second son of Richard and Mary Ann Pedley who died April 29 1860 aged 5 years

Also of WILLIAM EDWARD fourth son of the above who died March 28 1861 aged 10 months.   "Of such is the Kingdom of Heaven"

Stone 5

In memory of EDWARD PEDLEY of Haslington died September 9 1876 aged 72 years  "Judge Not"

Also ANN wife of the above born March 30 1810  Died November 1 1883  "Come unto me all ye who labor and are heavy laden and I will give you rest"

Also ESTHER daughter of the above Edward and Ann Pedley who died Nov 18 1916 aged 68 years  

(Esther's age on the stone was very faint. I didn't note down the details from the stone at the time - I photographed it. I am pretty certain that her age did read 68 years but cannot be absolutely sure.)

Stone 6

YOXALL

In Affectionate Remembrance of JOHN PEDLEY son of Frederick and Mary Yoxall of Crewe who died August 16 1873 aged 20 years   "Thy will be done"

(This is the grave of John Pedley Yoxall, son of Mary Pedley and her husband Frederick Yoxall. Mary was the daughter of John Pedley, brother of "The Dipper")

Stone 7

In affectionate remembrance of GEORGE ARTHUR PEDLEY born 22 June 1852 died 29 March 1926   "in the sure and certain hope of a joyful resurrection"

Also his sister CLARA EMMA widow of Dr A J Millar of Newmains died 26 October 1937 aged 71 years.   "Blessed are the dead who die in the Lord"

(George and Clara were grandchildren of "The Dipper" and children of Richard and Mary Ann Threadgold)
Stone 8

In memory of ANN wife of Thomas Pedley of Rope who departed this life June 4 1859 aged 55 years

(Ann Palmer was wife to "The Dipper's" brother, Thomas)
Stone 9

In loving memory of THOMAS PEDLEY of Willaston who died May 11 1889 aged ?? years   "His end was peace"

Also SARAH ANN daughter of the above died November 4 1907 aged 64 years

(This stone was badly decayed and difficult to read. I am not sure that "Willaston" is a correct reading of the inscription. I also could not read Thomas' age. Given a birth date of December 1805, his age at death would be 83 years. Thomas in this stone is the same as in the stone above. Obviously he had moved between the time of his wife's death and his own death.)
Stone 10

In Memory of MARY daughter of Thomas and Hannah Pedley late of Crewe who died the 27th day of August 1861 aged 67 years.

(Mary is a sister of "The Dipper")

Stone 11

In Memory of ELIZABETH daughter of Thomas and Hannah Pedley late of Crewe who died September ?? aged 70 years.

(The death date on this stone was badly decayed and difficult to read. Given a birth date of March 1792, the year of death would be 1862)
Stone 12

In Memory of SARAH daughter of Thomas and Hannah Pedley late of Crewe who died January 24 1864 aged 66 years.

Stone 13

In affectionate Remembrance of PHILIP ASTBURY PEDLEY of Crewe who died October 3 1874 aged 66 years.

(Philip was a brother of "The Dipper")
Stone 14

Sacred to the Memory of MARY wife of John Pedley of Tiverton who died November 9 1829 aged 32 years

Also MARY their daughter who died November 17 1823 aged 4 days

Also SARAH their daughter who died April 26 1830 aged 13 months

Also in memory of the above JOHN PEDLEY who died on the 2nd June 1868 aged 72 years.

(John was brother of "The Dipper". His wife was Mary Aston)
Stone 15

Sacred to the Memory of SARAH wife of George Aston of Tiverton in this county and daughter of the late John and Hannah Pedley of Crewe who departed this life April 17 1819 aged 58 years.

Also the above GEORGE ASTON who died November 8 1832 aged 63 years.

(Sarah was a sister of Thomas Pedley father of  "The Dipper")

On our return from holiday in July 2003 we visited some of the areas associated with the Pedley family. One of the sites was Wheelock Heath Baptist Chapel graveyard. I took a few photos which I will send separately. We ran out of time so I was not able to double check that I had got all the graves. One I definitely missed was the gravestone of Thomas Pedley and his wife, the parents of "The Dipper"! I probably have missed some graves of "Pedley" descendants whose surname was not Pedley.

It took me some time on my return to work out "who was who". To prevent others having to spend the same time, I have annotated some of the inscriptions. I hope this is helpful.
